Relocating your business or home for that matter is a stressful time. Americomm knows this all 
too well. Since we are called upon every time a client moves, to either cable the new facility  
and/or just simply move their phone system, we are constantly involved in the move process. 
Although every move is inherently different, there are common threads that weave throughout 
every move process. The following is a few simple guide lines that might help you through this 
process. 

 First of all, as soon as you know your move is eminent, call your vendors. Most impor-
tantly your phone and computer vendors, let them know what the prospective date is even 
if its only tentative. (I know a good phone guy) 
Make sure the ‘evil one’ (phone co.) also knows, you can always change the date later. 
DSL takes weeks! 
A meeting at the new facility is necessary, so try to coordinate as many pertinent vendors 
as possible so they can converse and swap cards. I don’t mean the drapery people and the 
UPS guy, I mean the general contractor, cable/phone system vendor (Americomm), com-
puter vendor, electrician etc. If they can’t contact each other to coordinate then we’ll all be 
calling you! 
When it comes to planning the cable layout, think of it as one big project not individual 
seating locations. Cable it as a whole. One wouldn’t layout the electrical scheme based on 
where lamps and microwaves are, it would be done as a whole. Of course you don’t need 
voice and data cables on every wall, but every office and 2 in larger areas. You don’t want 
us coming in with ladders to open your ceiling once you’re settled in. Don’t forget the 
network printer needs a cable too.  You know how you change your mind a lot. 
Management will need proof of insurance from all vendors before allowing them to begin 
work. Best to get this out if the way early. They’ll want to be named on the liability policy. 
Workman's comp. is necessary if someone other than or in addition to the owner is to be 
on the job site.  
Typically the best and simplest scenario is to have the phone system vendor run ALL the 
cables.  A third party cabling company will be long gone on move day and the last thing 
you’ll need is vendors pointing fingers as to why something doesn’t work; a ‘too many 
chefs spoil the broth’ sort of thing.  The phone guys are going be there on move day any-
way so if something goes wrong the responsible party is there to fix it. Ask your 
‘computer person’ how much quicker his job is when the cable job is perfect. Don’t com-
promise when it comes to the cabling, it is spine of your voice and data world. 
F.Y.I. Generally speaking moving goes in three stages; Cabling, Jacking, Move of system. 

Cabling: best to cable during construction when the walls and ceilings are open for obvious 
reasons. 
Jacking: to be done after painting is done but well before move day. Installed and tested! 
System move: Coordinated with the phone company shutting off the lines, (minimal down time 
is everything) remove and relocate phone system. 

DON’T FORGET TO GET THE PHONE ROOM KEY FROM MANAGEMENT!!!
